TOPICS OF DISCUSSION:

 “EDIS”

Jim Selph presented issues that various IFAS Extenson staff and clients are having with finding publications and questions concerning EDIS. A demonstration was shown of the search techniques to determine the problems and resolve the issues. This issue is to be discussed further with Howard Beck clarifying the solutions.

“ICC Updates and Status of ICC recommendations”

Steve Lasley presented the recommendations and updates from the ICC.

1. Report on UF’s moving forward on implementation of display names.

2. Update on email convention with user accounts with explanation of how it is to be implemented.

3. Issue of name space for accounts. Discussion of having the transition will be made to new email address. Further explanation on how the email address will appear.

Motion:

Recommend to standardize all email User Accounts to the GatorLink email address: useraccountname@ufl.edu with a goal of completion by July 2005.

Motion:

A standardized signature block made available by ICS to users to be included in emails to maintain IFAS identity.

Motion passed.

Updates on UF decommissioning accounts when staff leave or move to other departments. 
Win98 to be phased out. No longer supported.
Motion:

ITPAC recommend replacing Win’98 and isolate it from network by July 2005.
Motion passed.

J. Spooner presented recommendations regarding IT Charter updates to implement
new policies and procedures and the process for delivering IT services for best policies and practices.

Motion:

Recommend an Infrastructure Task Force to add and update needs, managed by members of ICC, to be appointed by VP by the recommendations from ICC. Committee to be appointed by March 1, 2005.

Motion passed, 1 opposed

“Increase 850K Limit on Attachments for ListServe”

Pete Vergot discusses the issue of Increasing 850K limits on attachments from ListServers.Discussion followed regarding best practices concerning sending large files. Suggestion that something be out there to be used for large files and training on this issue. One option is using the \\IF-SRV-File01\public. It was further suggested that Dan Cromer’s staff continue working on this issue.

“UF Microsoft Word Agreement”

Dan Cromer discussed the Microsoft Agreement and updates. Any UF faculty, staff can use the licenses. But, if the machine is owned by the County-not eligible. County staff can be added in the count for next year. Discussion followed. IT will contact Mike Conlon to include County staff in the next year count.

“IT Updates”
Dan Cromer gave an update on IT. The IT Help Desk along with UF Help is in the process of implementing a form to track all problems and log information.
Blackberry server is working and already increased size.

Active Directory(AD): The transition is completed and the IT staff is working out the problems associated with the AD transition.

Video Conferencing: Training issues; faculty needs to be aware of the services and trained.  System User Book to be ready soon as a point of information to use this service detailing all aspects of the service. Once instructions are in place, Unit heads will inform faculty.
